For many around the world, Jamaica conjures up images of pristine beach
vacations with a pulsating reggae soundtrack. The country, however, has one of
the highest per capita murder rates in the world, and the population is actively
grappling with legacies of Western imperialism, racial slavery, and political
nationalism — the historical foundations of contemporary violence in Jamaica
and throughout the Americas. BAD FRIDAY focuses on a community of
Rastafarians in western Jamaica who annually commemorate the 1963 Coral
Gardens “incident,” a moment just after independence when the Jamaican
government rounded up, jailed and tortured hundreds of Rastafarians.

Dr. Deborah Thomas is the Chair of the Graduate Group of the Anthropology Department at the University
of Pennsylvania. She is the author of many books and articles, among which is the recently published
"Exceptional Violence: Embodied Citizenship in Transnational Jamaica".
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
