This collection of essays explores the transformations of the political landscapes within which black
social movements in Latin America have been operating since the end of the 1970s. Evaluating
black social movements in their various national contexts, the essays reveal that these
transformations have mostly consisted in the passage from state-sponsored ideological
“monocultural mestizaje” to state-managed multiculturalism and corporatism or co-optation. As the
contributions to this volume show, black personalities and leaders of social movements were
incorporated within the apparatus of the state. These new situations have rendered Afro-Latino
political struggles more complex, at times even heightening the antagonism they encounter.

Jean Muteba Rahier is Associate Professor of Anthropology in the Department of Global &
Sociocultural Studies, School of International and Public Affairs, Florida International University,
where he also directs the African & African Diaspora Studies Program.

Dr. Okezi Otovo along with two discussants choosen by her go over a chapter from
her manuscript entitled "Family Welfare: The Mae Desnaturada" .This chapter is
framed around the supposed “denatured” or “failed” mother who connected to the
state through social welfare programs. The chapter traces the history of welfare
programs in Bahia, Brazil involving nutrition, maternal stipends, and free daycares as
well as the long campaign to modemize the Foundling Home and to replace
institutional foundling care with foster care

Remember: this works-in-progress series is mostly based on the previous circulation of a written paper, which
everyone who wants to attend is invited to read prior to the event. On the day of the presentation/discussion,
the author only briefly opens up the session with a 5 to 10 minutes (maximum) presentation. Then, the two

invited discussants open up the actual discussion before the rest of the audience of readers jump in with their
comments, questions, and advice

Los caboverdeanocs, fueron el prncipal contingente de inmigrantes proveniente de Africa subsahariana,
llegados a la Argentina en distintos periodos, en la pnmer mitad del siglo XX. Estos immigrantes adoptaron por
largo tiempo estrategias (con matices diversos) que condujeron a la invisiblidad del grupo, “dilucidn” que les
permitid una insercion y reproduccion social con bajo nivel de conflicto aunque con poca mowilidad social
ascendente, Hoy en otro contexto sociohistonco su presencia se torma expresiva (individual y grupalmente),
particularmente desde la década de los noventa nuevos espacios estan siendo conquistados por sus
descendientes, ya sea en términos de movilidad social, de expresion cultural, académica y de participacion
politica. Acciones que nes conducen a preguntamos, si esta bdsqueda de visibilidad junto a otras mincrias de
afrodescendientes de la Argentina, podemos consideraria, como parte de una nueva estrategia que esta en
marcha, a la que podriamos llamar “afrodiaspénica”, centrada en la lucha contra la discnminacion y el racismo
y por el reconocimiento pleno de sus derechos ciudadanos.
